Sir David Attenborough (Y2)
I can ask questions about David Attenborough.

	Strand: events beyond living memory

What did people eat in the past? (Y1)
Be able to sequence events chronologically on a timeline. 

Be able to understand that we find out about the past from different sources - artefacts, pictures, stories etc… 

Be able to identify similarities and differences between people and how they prepared food and what food they ate.  
	Strand: The Roman Empire and Its impact on Britain
The roman Empire (Y4) 

Describe what life was like for all groups of people during Roman Britain. 

Explain how Britain changed during Roman Britain using a timeline to help (e.g. explain how the Roman invasion brought an end to the Iron Age)

Explain key leaders that influenced Roman Britain. Explain how we know about Roman Britain (e.g. artefacts, remains and historical accounts). Study Roman artefacts/tools and explain what their uses were.

Compare the different periods of time you have studied so far (e.g. Stone Age, Bronze Age, Iron Age, Roman Britain). Explain similarities and differences. 

Describe the technology seen in Roman Britain. Explain what the Romans brought to Britain and explain the legacy that the Romans left to the British people.

Describe the causes and consequences of the Roman invasion and then subsequently the causes and consequences of their return to Rome.

	Strand: Place knowledge, human and physical, geographical skills and field work

Habitats around the world (Y2)
The town I live in is called Halewood.

Halewood is in England, which is a country in the United Kingdom (England, Scotland Wales and Northern Ireland).

There are seven continents, including Africa and Europe, and five oceans.

UK is in the continent of Europe.


	Strand: (Locational Knowledge; Human & Physical Geography; Place Knowledge; Geographical skills and fieldwork) (Y3)
Where does our food come from?  
Human features are a-made and physical features are natural. 

How to use an atlas to locate the UK and its countries – England, Wales, Scotland and Northern Ireland and their capital cities – London, Cardiff, Edinburgh and Belfast. 

There are 7 continents – Africa, Antarctica, Asia, Europe, North America, South America and Oceania.

There are 5 oceans – Atlantic, Pacific, Indian, Southern and Arctic.  

Simple compass directions – north, east, south, west.

There are 4 main climate types in Europe - Polar regions near the Arctic Circle, such as Iceland, Norway, Sweden, Finland and Russia, where tundra and icy glaciers are common; Temperate climates, much like the U.K. where there is rainfall and deciduous forests (trees which lose their leaves in the winter); Mediterranean climates, which are dry and hot and attract many tourists; Alpine climates, which are mountainous and cold.
