	Music
	Pulse and Rhythm (All about Me!)

Through listening to a range of different music, children learn to identify the difference between the pulse and rhythm of a song.
	Musical vocabulary (Under the sea)

Make movements that are appropriate to the pulse and tempo of a piece of music. Choose instruments with appropriate timbre to represent sparkling fishes. Respond to dynamic changes in a piece of music.


	Timbre and Rhythmic patterns (Fairy tales)

Choose a suitable sound to represent a specific point in a story. Play a rhythmic pattern along with their spoken words.


	Pitch and Tempo (Superheroes)

Explain what pitch means. Identify whether a note is higher or lower. Create a pattern using two pitches, then play or sing it. Explain what tempo means. Identify simple tempo changes in music.
