English�
The Tear Thief by Carol Ann Duffy and Nicoletta Ceccoli- 


The children will create a shared-poem, explore different verb forms used in the text and then write a letter in role using the present perfect form. Following this, the children are presented with a range of scenarios that may cause people to cry and explore the idea that tears shed for different reasons may/may not be more important than each other. Pupils then receive a letter from The Tear Thief asking for help. The children will explore using a range of different grammatical forms of sentence to create an information poster before writing a letter to another year group explaining why different tears are more precious than others.


The First Drawing by Mordicai Gerstein- 


Children will explore the text, including exploration of the Stone Age and cave paintings. They will write diary entries, explore the conventions of speech, create character descriptions and finish by writing their own historical narratives.


Black Dog by Levi Pinfold- 


Children will look at the issue of the size of the dog and how it relates to fear and worry.  Children will write their own suspenseful story based on a fear they might have using the structure of Black Dog. This will provide opportunities to embed speech, and adverbials for how, where and when, which they will apply within their own writing.


The Iron Man by Ted Hughes and Laura Carlin (illustrated version)


 The children will explore the devices of mystery and suspense.  They will write a range of different texts-types including letters, a news bulletin and a logbook entry with the extended written outcome being a published mystery narrative. The sequence of learning includes exemplified grammar and spelling activities throughout. Drama techniques such as conscience corridor and sculptor/sculpted are used to support understanding and to develop writing.�
�
Maths�
Further multiplication and division  (Continued)- Pupils will learn multiplying by a 2-digit number and decomposing a number into tens and ones so that the multiplication is easily managed; pupils can see the concept using Base 10 blocks. Lessons move onto multiplying where regrouping is necessary before pupils start to look at division. Once pupils master multiplication and division, they focus on solving problems using the multiplication and division methods dealt with 


in previous lessons.


Measurement -Length


This chapter looks at length in metres and centimetres before moving on to kilometres. Pupils will learn to measure different items using centimetres, metres 


and kilometres. They will also be able to convert different units of measurement as well as compare different lengths. ir mental and procedural skills to solve problems with the aid of the bar model method for visualisation.


Mass


In this topic children begin with measuring mass using scales. Pupils look at different units to measure mass, specifically grams and kilograms. They will become well-versed in reading weighing scales that have different values for each marking. Once raw skills are achieved, pupils will attempt basic word problems which will extend to more challenging word problems. 


Volume


Pupils will learn to measure volume using millilitres and litres. They will also come across various problem-solving questions on volume and capacity.


Fractions


Children will begin by counting using fractions and then making number pairs (the fraction equivalent to number bonds) before moving on to adding and subtracting fraction. We will explore equivalent fractions and look at simplifying fractions before comparing fractions with different denominators. We will be finding fractions of whole numbers as part of set and looking at sharing 1 and more than 1. We will apply our learning to solve increasingly sophisticated word problems.


Measurement: Money


We will embed our previous learning on recognising different denominations (both notes and coins) and the simple addition and subtraction of money. We will then develop the concepts related to addition and subtraction of money using number bonds. We will then apply our knowledge to solve word problems using bar modelling.�

Science�
Rocks and soils 


Pupils will compare and group together different kinds of rocks on the basis of their appearance and simple physical properties. They will 


describe in simple terms how fossils are formed when things that have lived are trapped within rock. Children will be able to recognise that soils are made from rocks and organic matter.


Forces


Pupils will compare how things move on different surfaces and be able to notice that some forces need contact between 2 objects, but magnetic forces can act at a distance. Children will observe how magnets attract or repel each other and attract some materials and not others. They will be able to compare and group together a variety of everyday materials on the basis of whether they are attracted to a magnet, and identify some magnetic materials. Children will be able to 


describe magnets as having 2 poles and predict whether 2 magnets will attract or repel each other, depending on which poles are facing.�

Learning Tree�
Set In Stone (Stone Age to Iron Age)


Children will study changes in Britain from the Stone Age to the Iron Age. They will be able to divide the past into different periods of time and represent this on a timeline. Pupils will ecognise similarities and differences between different periods and use key dates.

Dance- Pupils will choreography movements to the count of 8 and focus on moving in unison with a partner, in time to the music.


Football-In this unit pupils develop their understanding of the attacking and defending principles of invasion games. In all games activities, pupils have to think about how they use skills, strategies and tactics to outwit the opposition.


Gynastics-In this unit pupils develop balancing, rolling and jumping. They use these skills individually and in combination. Pupils develop their sequence work, collaborating with others to use matching and contrasting actions and shapes and develop linking sequences smoothly with actions that flow.


Athletics-pupils will develop basic running, jumping and throwing techniques. They are set challenges for distance and time that involve using different styles and combinations of running, jumping and throwing.�

Art and DT�
Art - Painting and mixed media: Prehistoric painting 


Pupils will be discovering how and why our ancient ancestors made art, experimenting with natural materials to make homemade paints and playing with scale to paint on a range of surfaces.


DT - Cross-stitch and applique


Having already learnt the basics of sewing and decorating fabric in earlier years, this topic offers extra challenge by introducing two new skills to add to pupils repertoire: cross stitch and appliqué.


DT - Structures: Castles – Stone Age


Children will identify and learn about the key features of a castle, before designing and making a recycled-material castle (structure).
