Can they draw shapes in the
flour including Circles, semi circles, triangles, squares and rectangles? Can they use their
finger to write letters from their name?

Alternatively, use a piece of paper to practice drawing directional lines and patterns.
Then encourage your child to practise writing letters from their name. First demonstrate
a letter and encourage your child to have a go. Talk about where the line starts. Is it an
upward or downward line?

Day 3 — Gingerbread man Numbers

Today select the ordering game and select smallest to largest. Put the gingerbread men
in order of how many buttons they have. This may be a difficult concept for the children
to understand so you may need to spend time discussing what smallest means and
using other words to explain the concept. You could say which gingerbread man has the
smallest, least, fewest or the littlest number of buttons. You may also need to
demonstrate this game to them.
