DISCUSSION:  What did these children wonder about? When you think about the world and what happens in it what do you wonder about? Can display question words i.e. Why, Who, What, Where, How as a stimulus to support pupils to think about their questions.

ACTIVITY:  Some pupils just to write their own puzzling questions using the question words as a scaffold. Other pupils could try and write their own ‘I wonder’ poem as in the class stimulus.
