	Ancient Greeks

· Examine Greek artefacts (such as vases) and use these to make inferences about the past.

· Describe how Greek artefacts and ruins tell us about their culture, military, and religious beliefs.

· Describe how the Greek society has had an impact on modern society.

· Discuss the notion of democracy - compare the democratic process of ancient Greece with that of modern Britain.

· Examine the timeline of the Greek civilisation and consider where there was rapid change and where there was very little change. Explain why this may the case.

· Compare what was happening in the Greek civilisation with what was happening in Britain at the same time.

· Place the chronology of key events of the Greek civilisation on a time line with a chronology of the history of Britain. Where are the overlaps?

· Describe the ideas, beliefs and attitudes of all groups of people in the Greek civilisation.

· Compare the expansion of the Greek empire with that of the British Empire under Queen Victoria.
	Central and South America

· The height of the Mayan civilisation was c. AD 600. This was around the same time as the Anglo Saxons in Britain. 

· The Mayans were one of a few civilisations that invented a Writing System

· Mayan cities had similar layouts to each other. They would have a palace for the ruler, a plaza for the marketplaces and temples, in the form of stepped pyramids.

· Mayan cities were often found near trade routes and good farmland.

· Mayans were polytheists, believing in many nature gods or deities.

· Priests were considered the most important people in the Mayan culture. Warriors, craftsmen and traders were next in the hierarchy. Farmers, workers and slaves were at the bottom of the hierarchy.

· Mayans invented chocolate and herbal medicines 

· Mayan merchants traded many goods including salt, cotton, honey and jade.

· The original Mayan calendar (Tzolkin) consisted of 260 days and 13 months.

· The Mayans abandoned most of their cities by 1000AD when the Spanish fleets arrived. Mayans lived in smaller villages.

The demise of the Mayan civilisation came about because of a mixture of deforestation, land erosion and drought.
	History of Music on Merseyside

· Merseybeat: It was the dynamic music scene of Liverpool between 1958-64 that equally forged The Beatles and a movement that Mersey Beat magazine helped establish.

· Merseybeat is a light, highly melodic style of Beat Music. Merseybeat groups had simple guitar-dominated line-ups, with close vocal harmonies and catchy tunes. The resulting sound is chirpy, bouncy and simplistic, drawing influences from Rock & Roll and British Rhythm & Blues. The release of The Beatles' "Love Me Do" in October 1962 is an important focal point for the huge popularity of the sound

· The 'British Invasion' of music followed The Beatles success in the USA, with bands such as Gerry and The Pacemakers, Billy J. Kramer With The Dakotas, The Searchers, The Merseybeats and The Fourmost achieving consistent success in the charts.

· Mersey Beat was a music magazine in Liverpool, England in the early 1960s. It was founded by Bill Harry, who was one of John Lennon's classmates at Liverpool Art College. The magazine published news about all the local Liverpool bands, and stars who came to town to perform.

· The paper released its first edition on 6 July 1961, selling out all 5,000 copies.

· The magazine was a huge champion of the city’s most famous band- The Beatles. In years to come, The Beatles would reward its support with worldwide exclusives and regular interviews - they even wrote a few pieces that were published in the magazine. 

· A misunderstanding of the Merseybeat movement however, is that The Beatles created it. Although after the departure of The Beatles from Liverpool, the movement came to an end.

· Between 1958 and 1964, the Merseyside area had about 500 different groups, which were constantly forming and breaking up, with an average of about 350 groups playing concerts on a regular basis.

· In 1962, Mersey Beat magazine held a poll to find out who were the most popular Merseyside group. 

· The results were announced on 4 January 1962, with The Beatles in first place. 

· An iconic symbol of the Mersey Beat era was the poster artwork created by local artist Tony Booth. He was a popular figure amongst the promoters in the area where he was commissioned to create hundreds of the posters used to advertise all the concerts that were occurring during that period. His posters were seen on walls all across Merseyside including some of his famous work outside The Cavern Club.

· The Cavern Club is a nightclub and music venue on Mathew Street in Liverpool. The Cavern Club opened in 1957 as a jazz club, later 

· becoming a centre of the rock and roll scene in Liverpool in the early 1960s. The club became closely associated with Merseybeat and regularly played host to the Beatles and other famous bands of the of the time 

	Geography


	We will learn about Greece as a country and its position in the World. The children will learn about the countries that border it and the surrounding islands. 
	· Use atlases, maps and aerial photographs to locate world countries and major cities, before locating the countries and major cities in Central and South America. 

·  Use atlases, maps and aerial photographs to locate the world’s rainforests and explain what the climate is like there. Explain why rainforests cannot be found in the UK.

· Label the world’s biomes and vegetation belts

· Compare the average rainfall in different climate zones, including the rainforest, and draw a graph to represent this.

· Compare the sizes of different rainforests and represent them in a table.

· Explain how the vegetation and animal life changes in the different layers of the rainforest.

· Investigate the effects of climate change and pollution on rainforests. Use your knowledge to create a campaign to limit pollution and deforestation.
· Explain how deforestation can impact the Earth.

· Research trade routes from the UK, looking at key exports and imports. 

· Investigate the natural resources, such as palm oil, that can be found in the rainforest and the role they play in trade routes.
· Describe the fair trade process for some products from the rainforest. 
· Follow a product from the rainforest through the global supply chain. 
· Explain sustainability and the role rainforests play.

	Local Knowledge of places in the UK, specifically Merseyside and how a few miles can alter the geographical features of a city near to the coast.

	Craft and design – Photography skills

Developing photography skills and techniques to design a range of creative photographic outcomes.

Painting and mixed media

Exploring a selection of paintings through art appreciation activities. Collecting ideas in sketchbooks and planning for a final piece after researching the life, techniques and artistic intentions of an artist that interests them.
	Drawing -Make my Voice Heard

Exploring art with a message, children look at the famous ‘Guernica’ by Picasso and the confronting works of Käthe Kollwitz. They develop their drawings to incorporate new surfaces, a range of techniques and demonstrate an emerging personal style.

	Digital world: Navigating the world
